Acts 2:17 -‘And it shall come to pass in the last days, says God, That I will pour out of My 
Spirit on all flesh; Your sons and your daughters shall prophesy, Your young men shall see 
visions, Your old men shall dream dreams.

 At conversion - “Therefore, King Agrippa, I was not disobedient to the heavenly 

vision - Acts 26:19
 Prayer – A fire shall always be burning on the altar; it shall never go out.  Lev. 6:13 
 In the Word – Where there is a no vision, the people are unrestrained, But happy is he 

who keeps the law.  Prov. 29:18 (NASB)
 In church – And you shall raise up the tabernacle according to its pattern which you 

were shown on the mountain.  Exod. 26:30
