 Long term: How do you want this story to end?

 Great marriage, children successful in life
 My life bearing fruit for God

• Mentoring young men/women
• Active in missions

 Financially independent
 Short term: What needs to change for the story to end the way you would like?

• “The truth is…” (Jim Loehr)
• Better communication with my wife, children
• Get off of dead center in ministry
• Write a budget (short and long term).

 What actions do you need to take to change the storyline?
 Faith is an action verb!
 Eat meals a couple of times a week together – TALK
 Go on a regular date with your wife, or even better, a weekend.
 Volunteer in ministry NOW
 Come up with an exercise plan.  Make it a priority.
